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A 6-foot conical Unlighted Buoy, surmonnted by a triangular shape and pruinted
Blael. to be known as the Second Crossing Buoy, will be placed in 14 feet
of water to mark the sonthern siile of the channel ; from it Washaway
Beacon will hear 8. 50° K., distant 2-1 miles. .
