CONVENTION BETWEEN HER \IATi*;T" Z’ AND THE KING OF THE

BELGTANS, RELATIVE TO JOINT STOCK COMPANIES.

SiezeED AT Loxpoy, NovEMBER 13TH, 1862. -

[RATIFICATIONS EXCHANGED AT Loxpox,’DECEMBER 8tir, 1862.]

Her Majesty the Queen of the United Kingdom
of Great Dritain and Ireland, and His \[a‘}o@’rv
the King of the Belgians, having ]ud(red it ex-
pedient to come to an undu\t(mdmn in order to
define, within their respective dominions and pos-
sessions, the position of commercial, industrial,
and financial (,ompmuos and Associations consti-
tuted and authorized in conformity with the laws
in force in cither of the two countries, have re-
solved to conclude a Convention for that purpose,
and have named as their Plenipotentiaries, that is

“Who, after having communicated to each other
their respective full powers, found in good and due
form, have agreed upon the following Articles :—

ARTICLE I

The High Contracting Parties declare that they
mutually grant to all Companies and other Asso-
ciations, commercial, industrial, or financial, con-
stituted and authorized in conformity with the
laws in force in either of the two countries, the
rower of exercising all their rights, and of appear-
ing before the Tribunals, whether for the purpose
of bringing an action, or for defending the same,
throughout the dominions and possessions of the
other Power, subject to the sole condition of con-
forming to the laws of such dominions and pos-

sessions.
ARTICLE II.

Tt is agreed that the stipulations of the preceding
Article shall apply as well to Companies and As-
sociations constituted and authorized previously
to the signature of the present Convention, as to
those which may subsequently be so constituted
and authorized.

ARTICLE IIL

The present Convention is concluded without
limit as to duration. Either of the High Powers
shall, however, be at liberty to terminate it by
giving to the other a year’s previous notice. The
two High Powers, moreover, reserve to them-
selves the power to introduce into the Convention,
by common consent, any modifications which ex-
perience may show to be desirable.

+ ARTICLE IV.

The present Convention shall be ratified, and
the ratifications shall be exchanged at London in
one month, or sooner if possible.

In witness whereof the respective Plenipoten-
tiaries have signed the same, and have affixed
thereto the seals of their arms.

Done at London, the thirteenth day of Noven-
ber, in the year of our Lord one thousand cight
hundred and sixty-two.
