By Day—Three balls on a yard 20 feet above the sea; two placed vertically on the side on which navigating vessels
may safely pass, and one on the other side.
By Nigur—Three white fixed lights will be shewn similarly arranged, but not the ordinary riding light.
Mariners will thus know, on sighting a wreck-marking craft, that she is so employed: and that they should pass on that
side of her on which the two balls or two lights are shewn.”
