Str,—I have the honour to transmit to you, for the information of your Government, copies of
the two Acts passed in the last session of the Imperial Parliament relating to the discipline and the
regulation of the Army, and at the request of the Secretary of State for War I have to call your atten-
tion to Section 5 of the Act No. 82, and to suggest for the consideration of your Government that an
local Act which may have been passed in the Colony for regulating the Militia or Voluntesr forces,
and which may contain a reference to the Imperial Mutiny Act, shoald be amended by substituting
the Army Discipline and Regulation Act, 1879, for the Mutiny Act and Articles of War.
