NOTICE TO MARINERS.

HONGKONG HARBOUR.

From the 11th to the 15th March, 1901, inclusive, sunken obstructions will be laid over an area

about 300 yards wide and about 1,400 yards long, extending from the S.W. end of Stone Cutters’
Island towards Green Island.

The southern limit of the obstructed area will be marked by conical buoys carrying red flags by
day, and red lights by night.

Lines drawn from these buoys N. 27° E. magnetic (i.e., approximately parallel to the harbour
boundary) will mark the eastern and western limits of the obstructed avea:

Vessels and junks are prohibited from anchoring in the obstructed area.

For purposes of navigation the sunken obstructions may be considered as reducing the depth of
water shown on the chart by 11 feet.
