Regualations as to discharge of canrnon, fire-arms, or fireyworks, tn
the waters of the Colony. (Sub-section 2 of Section 28).

The portions of the waters of the Colony within which it is prohibited to discharge cannon, fire-
arms, or fireworks, as provided by sub-section (2) of section 28 of this Ordinance, are as follows :—

(a.) That portion having for its castern boundary, a line drawn across the centre of the
Li-u-mun Pass: and for its western boundary, a line drawn from the west end of
Hongkong to the west end of Green Island, thence in a straight line to the west end
of Green Island, continued to the mainland.

(0.) That portion lying within a line drawn from the west end of Hongkong to Waterfall
Bay, thence to south end of Taitam Peninsula, continued to Cape d Ao ailar and Cape
. Colhnson terminating at south-cast corner of the Li-u-mun Pass.

‘N.B.—Mail Steamers may fire a gun if arriving within the above limits hetween 9 p.m. and 6 am,
